Half Cents, Large Cents, Flying Eagle Pennies, No Shield Pennies, Twol
|Cent Pieces, Trimes, Three Cent Nickles, Half Dimes, Gold Quarters, Gold|
Half Dollars, Tokens, Three Dollar Gold Pieces and the famous Indian Head;
Penny-the unusual coins of the Civil War Era.
How does one know which ones to be looking for and how much to pay?
Most Common War Era Coin-The 1863 Indian Head Penny. Over 49
million made. Price $3-$5 for a worn but readable one, $8-$12 for onel
with full reeded rim, and $15 and up for better quality. The word Liberty
should be readable in the base of the war bonnet in better quality coins. |
Rarest Civil War Penny-The 1861 Issue. Only 10,100,000 minted. Cost of]
this coin will run 4 to 5 times higher than the 1863. Worn but readable
1861's will run $18-$25 with better quality coins up in the $200 range.
The "Sleeper" among the Indian Heads-The 1859, First Year of Issue.
36,400,000 minted. No shield on the reverse, only year minted with no
shield in the wreath, but for some reason has never been a hot item. You
can still get a good one of these for $6-38. Better quality $20 & up.
Most Collectable Civil War Era Coins
1. Trimes-The 3 Cent Piece in 90% Silver. Made 1851-1873. Just barely ]
over 1 million were minted during the Civil War. So small, very easy|
to loose. Not a popular coin with the public. $15 & up ]
2. Half Dimes-Made 1793-1873. Liberty Seated style during War years.
Some O (New Orleans) and S (San Francisco) mint marks in series.
Rare are 1863, 64 & 65, $150 & up. Most common 638, $15 & up. |
3. Three Cent Nickle-Made 1865-1889. One type. Most common is
1865, over 11 million minted. ~ This is the same old 3 cents only in a |

larger, more sturdy design made of nickle instead of silver. $9 & up.

Multnomah Site Search

mentioned fast food place, the soon to be well known Multnomah Search
Team met as scheduled and made it to the search site almost on time.
The blue skies and warm sun were greatly appreciated. Thanks Boss!
The short breifing session included aerial photos taken in the 1930's and
40's in which the buildings, trail crossings and old trail ruts were plainly visible.
The group set up to do an in line surface search. Once in place, with
ground prods in hand and shovels at the ready, the search started.
The mitial search concentrated on the back portion of the L shaped house.
Over 100 artifacts were found within the first hour, mostly bricks from the
two story, plantation style 1850's home.
Bud Lillard and Kathleen Tuohey found some very unusual type of formed
bricks near what may have been a summer kitchen.
Bob Werline's metal detector sounded often, finding some fireplace items.
Joyce and John Morgan came up with some well preserved pieces of
burned wood, one of which the grain of the wood was still distinguishable.
Cindy Golden unearthed some very reddish clay bricks which were
extremely soft, probably made by slave labor at a nearby clay pit site.
Ginny Werline found an unusual heat twisted brick near the fireplace pit.
Bob McAtee, our expert with a shovel, was kept busy digging up the finds.
Jeanne Carey, with help from son Daniel, took photos of many of the more
unusual items found and even found a few herself.
Karen Wells not only brought the hot coffee for the break but found a few
items also. This was Karen's first such outing as it was for many of the team.
Sonny just stood around and tried to answer questions.
After a short break, the group went to the south side of the road, across
from the home and saw foundations and rock walls which related to the site.
The swails at the creek crossing are still plainly visible, although not nearly
as was seen in the old aerial photos.
Bob McAtee found a rusty old mallet head on the creek bank nearby.
The site of a cemetery, believed to be an old trail burying ground, was also
explored as well as the crumbling old 1850's cabin and grist mill site.
Yet to be explored are the front part of the plantation house, the trails
leading up to the crossing, the creek banks and the west crossing site.
After lunch in Liberty, eight of the group decided to visit another old
Antebellum home just west of town, the grounds of which are said to contain
several cemeteries.
Three of the five cemeteries were located, several as yet unearthed tomb
stones were found in one, the remains of an old Indian Burial Site were visited
and there was a spirit encounter with a former resident of the old house.
‘The home itself has been badly vandalized. The once beautiful curved
staircase is totally destroyed as is nearly everything else in the house..
A wvision of a bearded man smoking a pipe and a weeping woman in a
rocking chair appeared to one of the group. Others also sensed a presence of]
some kind.
The name Sarah came to the visionairy. Sonny made a quick trip to his
truck, grabbed the file and found mother Sarah had lost two infant daughters
or granddaughters, ages 3 and 6 months, within days of each other in 1851,
The children are said to have been buried near the house in an unmarked
grave. The site of this grave was not definitely determined.
